ribbons. This machine uses Brother "TZe" tapes from 3.5 mm to 12 mm widths. "TZe" tape cassettes are available
in many colours and sizes.

When using the optional AC adapter (AD-24ES)

1. Insert adapter cord into the AC adapter socket at the bottom of the machine.

2. Insert the plug into the nearest standard electrical socket.
For the memory backup feature, use either AAA alkaline batteries (LR03) or Ni-MH batteries (HR03)

together when using the AC adapter.

AC adapter socket

Insert six new AAA alkaline batteries (LR03)
or fully charged Ni-MH batteries (HR03),
making sure their positive and negative ends
point in the correct directions.

Users of alkaline batteries:

Always replace all six batteries at the same time
with brand new ones.

Users of Ni-MH batteries:

Always replace all six batteries at the same time
with fully charged ones.

Insert the two hooks at the bottom of the
cassette cover into the slots on the
machine.

Securely close the cassette cover making
sure it locks into place.

Battery Recommendations

* Remove the batteries if you do not intend to
use the machine for an extended period of
time.

* Dispose of the batteries at an appropriate
collection point, not in the general waste
stream. In addition, be sure to observe all
applicable federal, state, and local
regulations.

» When storing or discarding the batteries, wrap
each battery (for example with cellophane
tape), to prevent it from short-circuiting. (See
